What can we expect in Advanced Vets? (Ages 15-17)

This fun, career-discovery program for teenage animal enthusiasts
focuses on employment options within the veterinary field and beyond!
Students will have the option to view surgeries in our veterinary clinic
and will acquire hands-on experience during daily advanced specimen
dissections as they study animal anatomy and physiology.

Advanced Vets is a veterinary science-focused camp designed for 15-17
year olds OR 13-15 year old Pet Vet program “graduates.” This course
will cover more in-depth science topics, advanced level specimen
dissections, and take a closer look at what teens need to prepare for a
career in veterinary medicine.

Note that all camp participants must be under the age of 18 at the start of the program.
